Reasons for the Change of Company Name

As disclosed in the Company’s announcement dated 31 July 2024, upon Completion,
Bravo Transport Holdings Limited was owned as to 70% by Glorify Group Limited, a
wholly-owned subsidiary of the Company, and has become a non-wholly owned
subsidiary of the Company. Accordingly, the Group’s principal business has broadened
from terminal storage and trading of oil and petrochemical products to encompass public
bus services in Hong Kong and advertising services, enhancing the Group’s business with
more diversified sectors.

In light of the diversification of the Group’s business sectors, the Board considers
that the Change of Company Name will better reflect the nature of the Group’s existing
business and future development of the Group’s business as a whole.
